District Activities

ÅBond construction practices directed toward 
LEED certification for Gladstone High School 
(GHS) and the Gladstone Center for Children 
and Families (GCCF).

ÅThe areas surrounding the new construction 
and remodeled buildings will include several 
bio-swales, native plantings and a water 
retention pond.



District Activities

ÅThe new Applied Science and Technology Center 
(ASTC), when completed, will include a renewable 
energy R&D facility. The facility will have a pre-
engineering program that will cover the engineering fields 
of electrical, mechanical, fluid power, thermal science 
and process control, electronic programmable controllers 
and automated systems (robotics) to support renewable 
energy R&D. 

Å100-200 KW solar system planned for the new Science 
and ASTC additions at Gladstone High School.

ÅEnergy monitoring equipment will be installed at all 
District schools.

ÅProposal from teachers for Board to adopt Sustainability 

goal for 2008-09 and beyond.

ÅCross-curricular district committee working on K-12 

sustainability curriculum that includes economic and 

social equality issues in addition to environmental 

concerns.

ÅPart-time TOSA position established for sustainability 

curriculum development and planning.



District Activities

ÅActive student ñGreen Clubò will be two years 

old and they will have completed several 

meaningful projects including a carbon footprint 

of the school district facilities, development of 

recommended school district policies, specific 

activities to reduce carbon emissions and many 

student centered projects.



District Activities

ÅEnvironmental Leadership class to be offered at 

Gladstone High School, starting in the Fall of 

2008.  As a project based class, students will 

take care of day to day ñgreenò operations 

(recycling, beginning composting, etc.) as well 

as taking on several projects of student design 

that tackle various  local and regional 

environmental issues.



District Activities

ÅEstablished an advisory committee that 

includes local and regional experts in areas 

such as sustainability, solar, water resources, 

power generation, post-secondary education, 

architecture, wind, bio-fuels and local 

government.

Å1 KW instructional solar system is being 

installed at Kraxberger Middle School.

üEstablished partnerships with OSTP, OIT, PSU 
and CCC on various sustainability projects 
including the 2007 Ocean Energy (at OSU) and 
Bio-Fuels (at MHCC) conferences.
